One Generation from Extinction

Certainly an eye catching title and one
that grabbed my attention in the book
shop. The book, written by Mark
Griffiths who is a curate in South
Buckinghamshire, is partly an
historical account of the Sunday
School Movement that started in the
late 18th century. Robert Raikes, the
founder of the first Sunday School in
1780, was so successful in his work
with children that within five years
nearly 300,000 children across the
country attended afternoon Sunday
School, and by the start of the 20th
century it is estimated that 85% of all
children had some contact with their
local Sunday School. It was
fascinating to realise that Sunday
Schools emerged in similar
circumstances to today, and were
driven by a desire to re-connect thee
church with its local community. The
underlying principles adopted by
Raikes of clear leadership, fixed
geographic boundaries, and long term
integration with the local church are
still relevant today. As is the use of
bribery that is an essential part of
working with children!

The book also provides a review of
the churches work with children today,
drawing out the lessons from some of
the successful church based projects
that exist principally in the major
cities, as well as providing an outline
of the stages in which faith develops
in children and young people. Many
fascinating points and insights are
made, and for those who work with
children (and possibly for those who

don't as well) there is much to learn -
for example | have certainly gained a
better understanding as to how to use
stories as a means of communicating
God's love. However there are two
overriding messages that | have
drawn from the book. Firstly the need
to value the role that children and
young people play in the church today
- they are indeed the church of
tomorrow, but they are also the
church today!

The recent 'Takeover' Sunday was a
valuable symbol of how important the
children and young people are to the
life of St Mary's. Secondly we are all
responsible for the faith development
of the children and young people in
the church family, and wider
community. Telling the stories of our
faith, both the bible stories and our
own experiences of God's love in the
messiness of our lives, is the means
by which we pass the gospel from
generation to generation.

If that has inspired you to read the
book you can borrow my copy, as
long as you promise to give it back.
