Since the last update an enormous
amount of work has been done
both for the building works and
organising the fundraising appeal.

As part of the planned building
works, the detailed design of the
various component parts has
largely been completed, eg

lighting, floor, heating, repairs and
redecoration etc. All the
permissions are in place, apart from
the faculty from the Diocese for the
floor and replacement of the pews.

Our project managers and quantity
surveyors, Peter North & Partners
have negotiated a contract with
Edgar Taylor Ltd who are specialists
in church building contracts. The
total cost of the project will be
£733,000 including furniture,
professional fees, irrecoverable VAT
and a generous allowance for
contingencies, e.g. we may
di scover some
floor is taken up!

To help with the funding
programme it is proposed to split

the contract into two phases, the
bulk of the work being done as the
1st phase during 2010. The 2nd
phase will follow in 2011 and
include new lighting and restoration
of stonework.

The 1st phase building works will
cost £466,000 which together with
other costs will total about £640,000.

N [TalEgBeptdplan some preparatory

work will start in May with the main
works starting in July.

The fundraising target remains
£600,000. with the balance coming
from existing funds. We also have
£200,000 available from the St
Agnes Fund but this will need to be
replenished to start a fund for the
proposed extension to the church.

Since the launch of the appeal on
the 7 February about £200,000 has
been raised - atremendous result in
such a short timescale! Most of this
amount has been raised from

around one third of the church
membership. The fundraising
committee are expecting to raise
another £70,000 from grant making
trusts and a number of events

before the year end.

The PCC are very grateful to all
those who have contributed so
generously to date.

Curiosity is sometimes expressed about the coat of arms of the diocese, which
is unusual. The full blazon is: "Sable, a fess argent, between in chief three
ladies, couped at the breasts, vested argent and
crowned or and in base an ox argent, armed or,
passing over a ford barry wavy argent and azure."

The lower part of the shield definitely reflects that of
the City. It has been suggested that the female heads
represent St Frideswide and her patrons St Cecilia
and St Catherine. One author has conjectured that
they may originally have been male heads,
representing the royal founders of the University, but
there seems to be no positive evidence for this.
