Annual PCC Meeting
25" April 2010

17 members of the PCC met at short
notice to receive updates on the
refurbishment funding appeal and
second Faculty application with a view
to the PCC deciding whether they could
now commit to a contract with Edgar
Taylor Ltd for the building works.

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Haiti, and even 1-2 weeks after the
devastating earthquake they were able to
tell me that all their workers were safe and
well, but the production of their goods
would be disrupted until the summer.

| then toured the exhibition halls picking up
information on any ethically sourced
products, especially Fair Trade items. From
the catalogues & brochures we now have
many new ranges in the shop, including
Fair Trade bags and accessories by Earth
Squared, bags by Madaraff and eco-friendly
greetings cards by Glebe Cottage.

All the new items in the shop have proved
very popular and we have had to reorder
items already. Do come and look at the
items for yourself if you have not done so
as the stock changes frequently. There are
other Fair Trade suppliers we are
considering and to be able to meet them at
an exhibition like the ‘Jewellery Show and
Spring Fair’ was extremely useful,
particularly to discover how well the
suppliers work with their producers and to
view the actual products on display.

Come away.....and rest.

We (30 of us) drove down winding lanes through Lane End and Frieth to
meet at St Katharine’s, Parmoor on Saturday 15 May. We’d opted for a
‘Prayer Away Day’ led by Peter Louis. Our focus: as Peter said, to get
to know someone we need to spend time with them, to talk and listen.

Jesus spent much time in conversation with God: he is our pattern. How do we pray?

Or how can we do it better? That’s what we came together to learn — and how to be with
God as individuals. We've already had some very useful feedback (see one response
below) — and, yes, there will be more. People came away enthused and offering ideas for
‘next time’. ‘Come away...and rest’. Why not try it yourself?

A point of view:
This was a friendly and reviving day!

We began by sharing thoughts on HOW we
pray. Most of us are late night pray-ers,
with some early morning-ers, depending on
the oases in our daytime! Some self-direct,
some find suggested foci useful, some
follow a ‘formula’, some free-flow. Despite
best intentions, do our thoughts slip into
immediate and personal concerns as a
main theme rather too often? Peter turned
this on its head: God may be there in that —
perhaps we do need to look at our own
concerns — not always thinking exclusively
with a global and impersonal breadth. In
those inevitably fruitless days, when
hopeful prayer just won’t happen, we
should draw on those times where prayer
has been fruitful, recalling hope and a
perspective that there will be better praying
times again.

The chance to share concerns and pray in
small groups, as always, gave us the
opportunity to hear of others’ concerns and
to offer understanding, support and prayer
in a more intimate way. It was an un-
threatening chance to share and get to

know each other a little better. An
unexpected revelation for me was that |
was suddenly aware of the presence of an
overriding concern for others as they
shared their hopes and anxieties.

Lunch al fresco, joint singing, nicely
supported by choir members and pianist
Mark, led to Peter’s input on Psalm 139
with music, images and meditation on the
theme ‘l come as myself, just as | am’: to
approach prayer in truth with self-
acceptance that the imperfect situation from
which we pray is not only known to God,
but is what we bring as part of God’s world
and plan — that we are accepted where we
are REALLY coming from. We can pray in
our gardening or nightclub gear equally
well, it seems! This left us ready for the self
guided meditation/contemplation hour: still
or mobile, alone or accompanied, not
necessarily silent.

Our Eucharist, with prayers and singing left
us rejuvenated. We finished with a cheerful
tea and journey home, and we left with a
feeling of fellowship, peace and renewal,
which we will hopefully be able to draw on
and return to in the future.
